30 day free look
As part of our service commitment to you, if this policy is not entirely 
to your satisfaction for any reason, it can be cancelled by returning  
the policy to us within thirty (30) days of the policy commencing. The 
premium will be refunded in full. You cannot claim under the policy.

The contract between you and Ansvar Insurance
Your insurance policy is a contract between you (the insured) and us 
(Ansvar Insurance Ltd). In return for payment of your premium, we will 
provide you with the cover set out in this policy.

This policy covers losses happening between the dates shown as the 
period of insurance. 

This policy document, together with the statement containing your 
specific information called the policy schedule gives you the details of 
the insurance provided by your Ansvar Insurance policy. They are to be 
read as one document. Together they are your contract of insurance 
with us.

We will provide you a policy schedule or renewal
•	 when your proposal to insure with us is accepted

•	 when any of the terms or conditions that apply to your policy  
are changed

•	 when we offer to renew your policy, this document is called  
a renewal

Your duty of disclosure
You are required to tell us anything you know, or ought to know, that 
may affect the decision of a prudent insurer whether to accept your 
insurance, or renew your policy, and if so, on what terms. If you have 
not disclosed all material information, or if you have misrepresented 
that information, then we are entitled to cancel the policy 
retrospectively from the beginning.

Paying your premium

Annually
You may pay your premium annually by cash, cheque or credit card.  
If you use a cheque or credit card that is dishonoured this policy is 
deemed to have never existed. This means you will not be covered in 
the event of a claim. You cannot make a claim under the policy if, at 
the date of loss, any premium remains unpaid. If you have a claim for 
a total loss or we settle your claim by paying the full sum insured, no 
premium refund will be made to you.

Monthly 
You may pay your premium by monthly direct debits from a financial 
institution. You cannot make a claim under the policy if, at the date  
of loss, any direct debit remains unpaid. If you have a claim for a total 
loss or we settle your claim by paying the full sum insured, we shall 
deduct the premium for the remaining period of insurance from the 
amount we pay.

Fair Insurance Code 
As members of the ICNZ, we are bound by the terms of the Fair 
Insurance Code.

Under the Fair Insurance Code we are committed to raising standards 
of service to our customers. This voluntary code sets out the minimum 
standards we will uphold in the services we provide to you. This 
means we will:

•	 explain the importance of giving us information that is complete, 

up to date, and relevant 
•	 give you or your broker a copy of your policy that sets out in plain 

English what is insured, what is not insured, and what your 
obligations are

We will give you information about the best policies we can offer you. 
You are entitled to ask for and receive help to understand the terms, 
conditions, and exclusions of your insurance policy. You are entitled to 
ask for and receive a copy of the information you gave us when you 
applied for insurance.

Privacy Act
The Privacy Act sets out how we are to collect, use, disclose and 
protect your personal information. It also describes the circumstances 
for you to access and, if necessary, correct your personal information.

You may access your personal information by contacting any of our 
offices. The information we collect is used to assist us to provide you 
with our general insurance products and to manage our relationship 
with you.

Insurance Claims Register
The Insurance Claims Register (ICR) is a database of insurance claims 
to which participant insurers have access. The purpose of the ICR is to 
prevent insurance fraud. The ICR is operated by Insurance Claims 
Register Limited (ICR Ltd), PO Box 474, Wellington.

This policy is issued to you on the condition that you authorise us to 
place details of any claims made against this policy on the database 
of ICR Ltd, where they will be retained and be available for other 
insurance companies to inspect.

You also authorise us to obtain from ICR Ltd personal information 
about you that is (in our view) relevant to this policy or any claim made 
against it. You have certain rights of access to and correction of this 
information, subject to the provisions of the Privacy Act 1993.

Claims paying rating
We are required to have a financial rating for our claims paying ability. 
This rating must be declared to you before you enter into or renew a 
policy. Details are provided on your policy schedule.

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The easy solution to a problem
We place the highest priority on providing prompt, efficient and 
friendly service including protecting your privacy. However, if you do 
not believe this has been achieved the best first step is to go back  
to the employee or broker with whom you were dealing to see if they 
can resolve the problem.

If that is not possible, then we invite you to contact the Manager for 
New Zealand who will review the problem. Acknowledgement of the 
complaint will be made within three working days from the day the 
complaint is received by telephone or in writing.

Your complaint will be fully investigated as quickly as possible by 
someone not involved in the original decision. You will be provided 
with the name of the person dealing with your complaint. You will 
receive written advice about the progress or outcome of the complaint 
within 10 working days from the day the complaint is received by 
telephone or in writing.

You will be advised within sixty days if we are unable to resolve your 
complaint and advise you of any further options available to you, such 
as the Insurance and Savings Ombudsman.

What if we don’t resolve your problem?
The Insurance & Savings Ombudsman (ISO) is a free, independent 
service that can help you settle a range of insurance disputes against 
insurance companies that are ISO members.

The ISO can help with complaints about policies, and claims for 
personal and small business* insurance to a maximum of $150,000 
(unless the insurance company agrees to a higher amount). The ISO 
will help you settle your complaint by agreement, or the ISO will make 
the decision. The decision may be in your favour, or in the insurance 
company’s favour. The ISO’s decision is binding on the insurance 
company, but not on you. If you are unhappy with the ISO’s decision, 
you can take your complaint to the Disputes Tribunal or to court. 

The ISO uses the Fair Insurance Code to help them make their decision.

When any of these words (or any derivatives of them) are used in 
italics in this policy, this is what they mean:

Accidental: sudden and unforeseen loss that is not intended or 
expected by you.

Burglary: loss caused by forcible and violent entry to or from the 
home, or as a result of actual physical violence, or threat of violence.

Contents: anything normally kept in or around the home:

•	 belonging to you; or 

•	 in your custody or control for which you are responsible,  
and which the owner has not insured

but excluding:

a.	 mechanically propelled vehicles (except any of the following if 
they are never used on a public road: ride on mowers and other 
domestic garden implements, wheelchairs, mobility scooters and 
ride on toys), trailers, caravans, or aircraft including accessories 
and spare parts attached to any of them

b.	 livestock and pets

c.	 trees shrubs and plants (other than pot plants)

d.	 the home itself, and fixtures and fittings (and their accessories) 
attached to it including non portable swimming and spa pools

e.	 anything used in any way for professional or business purposes. 
(Subject to Additional Policy Benefit 4 and 5)

f.	 watercraft other than kayaks, sailing dinghies, dinghies, canoes, 
surf skis or surf boards 

Event: a single event or a series of events which have the same cause.

Excess: the first amount of any loss which you are not insured for as 
specified in the policy schedule. You must pay this amount, or it will 
be deducted from any cash settlement made to you.

EQCover: the insurance provided for your contents by the Earthquake 
Commission Act 1993.

Healthcare equipment: includes equipment appropriate to the practice 
of a healthcare professional. 

Healthcare professional: a provider of general healthcare services, 
inclusive of but not limited to, physician, physiotherapist, chiropractor, 
dental care, hypnotherapist, osteopaths and counsellors.

e.	 You shall not do anything to prejudice our ability to defend the 
claim against you or to make recovery from any other party

f.	 In relation to any claim under Section 2 of the policy, we may 
elect to pay you the sum insured, or any lesser amount for which 
your liability can be settled. This discharges our liability to you in 
relation to that claim

g.	 You authorise disclosure to us of your personal information in 
connection with a claim, held by any other parties

5. Cancellation of this policy
You may cancel this policy at any time. If the cancellation is mid term, 
we will charge you for “time on risk” plus a cancellation fee. 

We may cancel this policy at any time by sending a written notice by 
ordinary post to your last known address. The cancellation will take 
effect at 4.00 pm on the 14th day after the date of the notice. We will 
refund all the unused part of the premium you have paid.

6. Change of circumstances
While this policy continues you must tell us as soon as you know 
about any of these:

1.	 if any contents are moved from the home to another permanent 
address, or if the home becomes unlived in for more than  
60 days

2.	 if the use or occupation of any part of the home changes 

	 a.	 to include the home being let

	 b.	 to include any business use

3.	 if you, or any person who has contents covered by this policy, 
commits, is charged with, or is convicted of, any criminal offence 
(but not traffic offence)

If we are told about a change, we may alter the premium or the terms 
of this policy (or both) immediately. If we are not told, we may either 
decline any claim made for a loss after the change, or avoid this policy 
from the date of the change.

7. Other insurance
If any loss or liability insured by this policy is insured by any  
other policy of insurance then this policy only pays in excess of that 
other policy.

General policy conditions

8. Goods and services tax
All amounts in this policy are inclusive of any GST applicable. 

9. Inspection
We are entitled to inspect your property at any reasonable time. You 
must provide such information as may reasonably be required by us.

10. Joint insurance
Where there is more than one person and/or entity named in the 
policy schedule as the insured persons, we will treat them as being 
jointly insured. This means that we will consider a breach of any 
obligation by one insured to be a breach of all insureds. 

11. Acts of Parliament and jurisdiction
Where this policy refers to any Act of Parliament, then this includes 
any regulations or amendments to that Act. It also includes any other 
Act or regulation which substitutes that Act. 

The laws of New Zealand shall apply to this policy and the Courts  
of New Zealand shall have exclusive jurisdiction in respect of  
any litigation. 

All monetary amounts referred to in this policy are expressed and 
payable in New Zealand, in New Zealand dollars.

12. Amendments
This policy may be amended at your request, provided we agree to the 
amendment before it takes place.

We may amend the terms of this policy at any time by sending to you 
written advice to your last known address. The change will take effect 
at 4.00 pm 14 days from the date of our advice to you.

13. Geographical limits
Your contents are covered within New Zealand only.

They do 
not form part of it and are not to be referred to in interpreting it.
